You will read Fahrenheit 451 by Ray Bradbury (available at Barnes and Noble and in limited quantities in Franklin’s textbook room)

You will be expected to turn in the following assignment and be thoroughly familiar with the text the first day of school. Yes, there will be a test during the first week of school!!
THE ASSIGNMENT:

1. Choose three of the following themes from the novel (the three that you feel are the most relevant):

a. the importance of intellectual freedom

b. the allure of the past

c. the mindlessness of mass culture

d. the evils of censorship

e. knowledge versus ignorance
2. List theme one at the top of one page, theme two at the top of a second page, and theme three at the top of a third page.

3. Divide each piece of paper in half vertically. This will give you two large columns on each page.
4. On each page, label the left column “Quotes” and the right column “Commentary.”
5. Find quotes from the novel to support each of the themes you have chosen, and write them in the column labeled “Quotes.” You should have a minimum of ten quotes on each page.
6. In the second column, labeled “Commentary,” explain how each quote supports that particular theme. The commentary section should offer your inferences as a reader.
***Explain how each quote explains, enhances, or illustrates the author’s message.
