I.  This is the introduction to your paper.  Read through the outline because there is valuable information here you should be thinking about as you work on your paper.  In the introduction, layout the information for your paper and include something interesting to grab the reader’s attention.  
A. Thesis Statement:  My paper will be the best paper ever written

1. Supporting argument:  It will include all appropriate facts and information

2. Another supporting argument:  It will be formatted correctly.  

3. A third supporting argument:  It will be intelligent and thoughtful.
4. I know that I can continue with as many supporting arguments that I need to make my paper strong.  Most good papers have at least three supporting arguments.    

II. First supporting argument.  (Remember transition sentences are very important to make your paper fluid.).  My paper will include all appropriate facts and information.

A. I will have quotes from important people that are relevant to my thesis.

1.  I will remember to put longer quotes into block format.  


2.  I have included a footnote for all of my quotes.  

B.  I will use primary and secondary sources to support my ideas.

1.  I know to put footnotes after information even if it is not a quote.  


2.  I must avoid plagariasm.  To do so, I will always give credit to whoever I borrowed ideas from.  


3.  I will paraphrase information I borrow from other sources unless I am quoting a source directly.

C.  I will use a transition statements to flow from this paragraph to my next paragraph.

III.  Second Supporting argument.  My paper will be formatted correctly.  (I have transitioned beautifully from one paragraph to another in my paper.)
A. I have checked my margins.

B. I have entered my footnotes and my page numbers.  I double checked because that is what everyone forgets.
